	JUDGMENT ON
	RULE TO EVICT TENANT

Having thoroughly considered the Motion to Evict Tenant filed July 31, 2013 by CHRISTUS Health Shreveport-Bossier, f/k/a CHRISTUS Health Northern Louisiana (CHRISTUS), its memoranda, the evidence presented on September 23, 2013, legal argument by counsel, applicable law and for reasons set forth[footnoteRef:1], the Court concludes that CHRISTUS has not carried its burden of proof and therefore the eviction request is denied at costs to CHRISTUS.  Accordingly: [1: The Court heard testimony from Serona Snyder, an agent of Vintage Realty, Dr. William Lunn, Chief Operations Officer for CHRISTUS, Dr. Yue-Kong Au, defendant in rule,  and received into evidence Exhibits 1-5.  The course of dealing and practice between Dr. Au and CHRISTUS spans more than a decade (July 23, 2002 original lease date); there were multiple modifications and extensions, only one of which was done in strict accordance with the written contract.This deviated, somewhat informal, practice became the accepted course of dealing between this hospital complex and this medical professional.  There is no basis upon which to doubt the testimony of Dr. Au, a respected medical doctor in this community, despite plaintiff’s efforts to the contrary.  The Court also fully accepts the testimony of Dr. William Lunn, who is both an accomplished medical doctor and businessman.  Their combined testimony is not necessarily in conflict and the testimony of Ms. Snyder does not negate the testimony of Dr. Au regarding his contact and communication with Vintage.  CHRISTUS has the burden of proof and has failed to convince the Court that Dr. Au is currently in default and/or that eviction is warranted.  Therefore, it appears that Dr. Au has the right to remain on the premises through December 31, 2013 in accordance with the lease contract.] 

IT IS ORDERED, ADJUDGED AND DECREED that the Rule to Evict Tenant filed by CHRISTUS Health Shreveport-Bossier, f/k/a CHRISTUS Health Northern Louisiana is denied at its costs.
