[bookmark: _GoBack]Having considered the Motion for Summary Judgment, filed June 27, 2013 by GEICO General Insurance Company, its exhibits and memoranda, the opposition filed by Louisiana Workers’ Compensation Corporation, its appendix of case law, oral arguments of counsel held November 4, 2013 and applicable law, and on the basis of R.S. 32:866 and the persuasive First Circuit Court of Appeal case of La. Workers’ Compensation Corporation v. Landry, 2011-1973 (La. App. 1 Cir 2012), 92 So.3d 1018, the Court concludes that the Motion for Summary Judgment filed by GEICO should be granted.  Specifically, Louisiana Workers Compensation Corporation, as subrogee of Scheresa Byrd, is precluded from recovering the first $15,000.00 of bodily injury claim as Byrd was in violation of R.S. 32:866, the “No Pay No Play” statute, for failing to own or maintain compulsory liability insurance at the time of the accident.  Accordingly:
IT IS ORDERED, ADJUDGED AND DECREED that the Motion for Summary Judgment filed June 27, 2013 by GEICO General Insurance Company is granted as prayed for with costs to be borne by Louisiana Workers’ Compensation Corporation.
