SUPPLEMENTAL RULING
	Trial was held on April 13, 2011 and the Court issued detailed Reasons for Judgment on April 21, 2011 concluding that Judgment should be rendered in favor of TGC in the amount of $99,816.06 and against LCP and Goff.  The Court requested further briefing on the lien filed by TGC.  In response, counsel for TGC filed a 4-page memorandum thoroughly addressing the lien issue.  Counsel for LCP and Mark Goff presented a letter stating as follows:
 Concerning the lien, it is really immaterial to Louisiana Capital Partners as we will simply file a motion to dismiss the lien as extinguished after reversal on appeal, or upon payment of the debt if upheld on appeal.  It would, however, seem to me that the court on its own motion with its inherent power would instruct Mr. Thomson to remove from the records of Caddo Parish, Louisiana an admittedly intentionally filed false affidavit.

	The Court concludes that the lien is valid and the privilege represented by the lien is enforceable to the extent of the indebtedness, $99,816.06.  Counsel shall therefore submit a formal Judgment in accordance with La. Dist. Ct. R. 9.5, the Reasons for Judgment issued April 21, 2011.
