	PEREMPTORY EXCEPTION OF RES JUDICATA
Having considered the peremptory exception of res judicata filed August 17, 2011, by Dale Oil Corporation, Inc. A/K/A Dale Oil Company (Dale), its exhibits “A-C” and memoranda; the opposition filed November 2, 2011 by Tealwood Properties, L.L.C. (Tealwood); the reply filed November 3, 2011 by Dale; oral arguments of November 7, 2011 and applicable law, the Court concludes that Tealwood’s claims against Dale for reformation of the Warranty Deed is barred by the doctrine of res judicata.  Therefore, the peremptory exception has merit and should be sustained.  Accordingly:
