	JUDGMENT ON EXCEPTION
	OF PEREMPTION
Having thoroughly considered the Exception of Peremption filed March 21, 2013 by Seegers Roofing and Remodeling, LLC, its exhibits and memoranda, the opposition filed June 10, 2013 by Nell Shehee, oral arguments of counsel held June 10, 2013, and applicable law, the Court concludes that the Exception has merit and is therefore sustained[footnoteRef:1].  Accordingly: [1:  This is an action to recover damages arising out of construction of immovable property.  In accordance with LSA R.S. 9:2772 any claim had to be filed no later than 5 years after either (a) the date of registry in the mortgage office of acceptance of the work by the owner; or (b) the date the owner occupied or took possession of the improvement.  Here Seegers’ work was done prior to January 2002.  The applicable peremptive period as to Seegers is five years.  Unfortunately for Ms. Shehee, the claim as to Seegers is perempted under law.

IT IS ORDERED, ADJUDGED AND DECREED that the Exception of Peremption  is sustained.  The plaintiff’s claims against Seegers Roofing and Remodeling, LLC, are dismissed with prejudice.
