REASONS FOR JUDGMENT 
ON PLAINTIFF’S MOTION FOR SUMMARY JUDGMENT
(Filed July 19, 2013)

	The Court has considered the Motion for Summary Judgment, filed July 19, 2013 by R & G Properties, Ltd., (the “plaintiff”) its exhibits and memoranda, the memorandum in opposition filed by Yellowbird Investments, LLC., Silver Rock, LLC, and Jemico, LLC (the “defendants”) its exhibits and oral arguments of counsel held on October 28, 2013.  Based on a thorough review of the record, and for reasons which follow, the Court concludes that the plaintiff’s Motion for Summary Judgment should be granted.    
	This Court’s final judgment on the merits from November 8, 2011 controls in this matter.  Title to the property that is the subject matter of this litigation was restored to R & G Properties, Ltd., retroactive to May 18, 2005.  Along with this title, this Court ordered that R & G Properties be entitled to any civil fruits gathered from the property, an accessorial ownership right which likewise existed retroactive to May 18, 2005.  Notwithstanding the creative arguments of an accomplished defense counsel, the Court concludes that no genuine issue of material fact exists regarding the amount of rent owed to plaintiff, nor the fact that defendants collected the subject rent from August 2010 to November 2011.  Accordingly, the plaintiff is entitled to judgment as a matter of law and the motion is therefore granted.   
	Counsel shall submit a formal judgment in accordance with this ruling and in compliance with La. Dist. Ct. R. 9.5.
