all parties shall exchange witness and exhibit lists within 30 days of this order;

(2)
discovery shall be completed 45 days prior to trial;

(3)
dispositive motions and amended pleadings shall be filed within 60 days of this Order;
(4) 
in accordance with La. Code Civ. Proc. art. 1425(B), plaintiff shall identify all expert

witnesses and deliver to all counsel a report  prepared by each expert, including a complete statement of all opinions to be expressed and the basis and reasons therefor, no later than 90 days before trial.  Defendant shall identify all expert witnesses and deliver to all counsel a report prepared by each expert, including a complete statement of all opinions to be expressed and the basis and reasons therefor, no later than 70 days before trial.  A witness whose report is not timely provided will not be allowed to testify as an expert at trial over objection absent a showing of good cause;
(5)
a proposed Pre-Trial Order is to be signed by all counsel and filed in the record 20 days prior to trial.  The party requesting jury trial is to prepare the proposed Pre-Trial Order;
(6)       this case is set for jury trial                      ________, 2010 at 8:30 a.m.;

(7)
pursuant to LSA-R.S. 13:3049,  LSA-C.C.P. Articles 1734 and 1734.1, the party requesting jury trial shall deposit $3,200.00, with the Clerk of  Court [Attn: Mike Spence, Dep. Clerk], 

60 days prior to jury trial;

(8)
motions in limine and requested jury charges shall be filed 5 days prior to trial;

(9)
all outstanding court costs shall be paid in full prior to commencement of trial.
