SENTENCING HEARING

AGGRAVATING CIRCUMSTANCES

You are required to consider the existence of aggravating and mitigating circumstances in deciding which sentence should be imposed.  The statutory aggravating circumstance the State relies upon are:


(1)  that the offender was engaged in the perpetration or attempted perpetration

of aggravated burglary or the perpetration or attempted perpetration of armed robbery or perpetration or attempted perpetration of simple robbery of Charles Martin;

(2)  That the victim was sixty-five years of age or older.
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
